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Just$prior$to$the$High$Tea$and$book$launch$was$a$Special$General$Meeting$on$the$26$

November$held$to$discuss$the$announcement$that$our$50$year$association$hiring$regalia$

to$UWA$was$going$to$be$placed$under$a$tender$review$process.$The$preferred$tender$

would$be$expected$to$provide$hire$regalia$for$all$UWA$graduands$as$well$as$the$new$

hoods$for$the$five$undergraduate$degree$courses$and$mortar$boards$for$all$

undergraduates$as$well$as$supplying$honouring$doctorates$free$of$charge.$

The$discussions$we$have$been$holding$with$UWA$on$many$levels$had$not$forewarned$of$

a$tender$process$being$undertaken,$nor$with$such$short$notice$(5$weeks).$Myself,$gown$

coordinator$Wendy$McCallum$and$Secretary$Jenny$Jones$met$not$just$with$the$hierarchy$

I$was$the$Curtin$University$2013$recipient$of$the$Graduate$

Women’s$WA$Scholarship.$The$Master$of$Philosophy$I$am$

studying$is$focusing$on$a$group$of$Australian$nurses$as$prisoners$

of$the$Japanese$during$World$War$Two.$It$specifically$discusses$

their$tactics$of$survival$through$their$ethos,$the$camaraderie$of$

the$group$and$their$resourcefulness$before,$during$and$after$the$

War,$where$the$bonds$of$friendship$made$during$this$period$

continued,$for$many,$throughout$their$lives.$

$

The$Australian$Prisoner$of$War$experience$is$mainly$focused$

upon$the$masculine$and$the$concept$of$mateship$amongst$the$

men.$At$the$beginning$of$my$study$I$was$interested$to$discover$if$

there$was$a$similar$kinship$amongst$the$women.$My$particular$

studies$focus$on$the$nurse’s$preIwar$nursing$and$living$in$

training$and$how$their$ability$to$rely$upon$one$another,$

instituted$by$this$training$program,$meant$that$they$were$able$to$

adapt$to$the$difficulties$of$the$Prisoner$of$War$experience.$

It$is$with$a$great$sense$of$pride$that$I$was$awarded$this$scholarship$as$the$focus$of$my$

2.$Tourism$is$simply$defined$as$“people$traveling$to$and$staying$in$other$environments$“.$The$

strengthen$crossIcultural$understanding$and$mutual$respect.$

4.$Joint$management$is$a$new$form$of$governance$for$parks$and$provides$for$multiple$

ketchup,$or$my$personal$favourite,$whether$we$should$do$a$Macca’s$run$or$go$to$‘Maccy$

D’s!’$It$was$amazing$how$quickly$we$all$bonded$as$a$group$and$I$can$now$say$I$have$

close$friends$from$all$over$the$world.$I$know$without$a$doubt$I$will$continue$to$keep$in$

touch$with$these$people,$both$personally$and$scientifically.$

In$the$first$week$we$also$had$tours$of$the$beautiful$city$of$Heidelberg,$and$presented$

short$talks$about$our$home$countries$and$cities.$We$had$workshops$at$Explo$Lab$and$

the$European$Molecular$Biology$Laboratory$(EMBL)$–$the$building$we$worked$in$was$

shaped$like$a$double$helix,$the$shape$of$DNA.$Here$we$did$practical$analysis$using$the$

Green$Fluorescent$Protein$(GFP),$toured$the$amazing$facilities$and$looked$at$cutting$

edge$research$being$done$at$the$institute.$We$did$a$workshop$on$bioinformatics,$and$

talked$personally$with$PhD$and$post$PhD$students$about$their$research.$$

For$the$remaining$three$weeks$of$the$

program$I$completed$an$internship$at$the$

Max$Planck$Institute$for$Astronomy$

(MPIA)$with$two$fellow$ISH$participants$

from$England$and$France.$We$worked$

with$Dr$Markus$Possel$at$Haus$der$

Astronomie$(House$of$Astronomy)$–$

which$is$an$institute$located$next$to$and$

partnered$with$the$MPIA.$The$building$

was$only$completed$recently$and$it$was$

designed$based$on$the$spiral$galaxy$M51,$

with$a$planetarium$at$its$centre.$Needless$

to$say,$I$hit$the$jackpot$in$terms$of$

working$in$cool$buildings!$We$worked$on$

two$projects$focused$on$two$major$

branches$of$astronomy,$astrophotometry,$which$looks$at$the$measurement$of$the$

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In$respect$of$the$second$matter,$there$is$an$ongoing$need$for$the$Association$to$review$and$plan$the$

overall$offerings$of$scholarships$and$bursaries$and$prizes.$There$is$a$need$to$balance$the$benefit$of$

drawing$ on$ a$ fund$ to$ which$ the$ Association$ is$ able$ to$ make$ a$ tax$ deductible$ donation$ (to$ the$

Scholarship$Fund$or$ to$other$DGR$bodies$ including$WA$universities)$ on$ the$one$hand$and$on$ the$

other$ hand$ being$ in$ a$ position$ to$ offer$ postgraduate$ bursaries$ on$ terms$ that$ are$ decided$ by$ the$

Association$ rather$ than$ by$ ATO$ eligibility$ criteria.$ The$ process$ of$ review$ and$ planning$ how$ the$
